26. The Dwell Unit provides time for the ink to set before die cutting and ensures that the blank is out of the printer before the

cutting die disturbs the sheet.

35. RainbowGraphicsapplies the same amount of ink to the plate at any speed so that, once the job has been tuned in at low

speed, you can go to high speed without changing the print. RainbowGraphics large "throat" assures complete loading of

the anilox roll at high speed.

36. A Dwell Unit provides that little extra time for the ink to set so that you don't get offset in the die cutter. Dryers can be

installed in the Dwell Unit for high hold-out stock.
